Dear parents/guardians,


We are once again incorporating a service requirement in the religion classes for grades 6 through 8.  One hallmark of Jesus’ life was his constant availability to others and his actions to meet their needs.  As followers of Christ, service should be an integral part of how we live.  As Marian Wright Edelman, founder of the Children’s Defense Fund, once said: “Service is the rent you pay for living.”

Below is a list of suggestions for service opportunities.  You and your child may have other activities which qualify.  However, in order for other activities to count, students must get permission from the teacher (Mr. Jenkins) in advance.   Each student is required to perform eight (8) hours of service per trimester and to document the service on the form provided.  This year only regular credit will be given for the eight hours.  Students are encouraged to do more, but credit will only be given for the required eight hours.  Each service opportunity must be accompanied by the signatures of the parent/guardian and of the person who supervised the activity (if that is not the parent/guardian).  
**In addition to completing the eight hours of service per trimester, there will also be a written component to the service hour requirement this year.  Students are to choose one of the items listed on their service hour sheet and reflect upon how they believe they are following Christ’s example in performing that particular service.  This reflection must be well written, neat, and must be attached to the service sheet.**
The form verifying service hours is due one week before the end of each trimester.  Those dates are:

· Friday, November 4, 2011
· Friday, February 17, 2011

· Friday, May 25, 2011**Not exactly one week before the end of the trimester**
